players rather than a one day try out. This will allow coaches & player to have a memorable experience and give the players
a fun unforgettable experience playing softball. Hope you enjoy what we have put together.

Workshop time frame: Thru March (workshops time will depend on day light). As of now the first clinic will be March 8th,
Saturday. Other clinic days to follow (see recap at bottom), we will schedule practice games on weekends after workshop
hours (practice games to TBD by coaches). These practice games are not mandatory but it will be a time when players can
put to use what they are learning. All players that are registered are required to attend all workshops. The use of these
hands on workshops will help coaches break the players into teams and give them more time to work on balancing
sportsmanship & hands on skills.

Example: All 8 & under players will work with all 8 & under coaches at one time learning different techniques from each of
the coaches in a work shop setting. Teams will be split up at a later date (see below).

Recap of workshop days: Workshops start on Sat, March 8th at 10:00am, Rolling Hills Middle School, and continue as

followed, (per Coaches scheduled days) and Saturday start at 10:00am until 12:00pm (game to follow at 12:30pm-if coaches
schedule). ALSO LATE REGISTRATION WILL BE EXCEPTED DURING WORKSHOP DAYS ONLINE registration with payment. This
gives you three/four weeks to register and walk onto the field workshop.

These times are all drop in times but we request that the workshops to be mandatory as much as possible. We want to make
this as easy as we can for parents and players but remember; the more time your daughter has at these workshops the more
time they will have to practice with all the coaches before league play.
